The following shall be laid down pursuant to seetb5(1), section 65(1) and section 70(1) of thte ac
on seafarers’ conditions of employment, etov (om sgfarendes anseettelsesforhold)mci. consolidated
act no. 742 of 18 July 2005, as amended by ac#9®.of 12 May 2010 and act no. 251 of 30 March 2011
and by authority:

Section 1. This order shall apply to Danish merchant shipsagkchant ship shall mean any ship, irre-
spective of type and trade area, except for fiskegpels and recreational craft.

Section 2. The food in Danish ships shall be composed in suglay that the necessary content of
proteins, fat and carbohydrates as well as of vitamminerals and salts has been taken into coragide.

Subsection ZT'he food shall be as diversified as possible apgapappetizing.

Subsection 3rhe composition of the food shall be adjusted atiogrto climatic conditions.

Subsection 4resh food products shall be used to as wide aneas possible. Frozen food products
may in this context be comparable with fresh fooabpcts.

Subsection 5The food shall be prepared and served in propeehiygenvironments.

Section 3. The drinking water on board Danish ships shalbba sufficient quality and accessible in
sufficient quantities in relation to the size oé ttrew on board.

Section 4. The food shall consist of three main meals andasrmaore snack meals. The food shall be
offered in such amounts that all persons on boave enough to eat.

Section 5. The composition of the food shall be adjustedacoadance with the religious beliefs and
cultural background of the seafarers.

Section 6. The food on board shall be free of charge to seefaluring their service period.
Subsection ZThe parties may agree that the right to free foaa be met through the payment of a
compensating amount of money for food.

Section 7. The master shall be obliged to ensure that theigjams of this order are met.

Section 8. Contraventions of section 2(1) and (5), sectiosegtion 4 and section 6 shall be liable to
punishment by fine or imprisonment for a term nateeding one year.

Subsection 2Z2ompanies, etc. (legal persons) may incur crimiabllity pursuant to the provisions of
chapter 5 of the penal codgraffelove.
