e Resurveying shipping routes and ports of the
Baltic Sea Region with modern technology,
providing more accurate sea charts and safer
maritime operations;

¢ Reducing accidents in fisheries, minimizing risks
related to transportation of dangerous goods at
sea and facilitating exchange of knowledge and
innovation in the field of maritime safety;

¢ Enhancing a project-based policy dialogue on
maritime safety and security issues among mar-
itime authorities, researchers, project makers
and organisations within the Baltic Sea Region
through the international Steering Committee
of PA Safe, which initiates Flagship Projects and
highlights their results.

Denmark and Finland coordinate PA Safe

Denmark and Finland serve as Policy Area Coordi-
nators (PACs) for PA Safe. Thus, they have under-
taken to initiate Flagship Projects and maintain a
policy dialogue on behalf of the eight EU member
States of the Baltic Sea Region.

The actual work is jointly carried out by the Finn-
ish Transport Safety Agency (Trafi) and the Danish
Maritime Authority (DMA). The coordination work
is partly funded by the Baltic Sea Region Pro-
gramme.

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Policy Area on Maritime Safety
and Security (PA Safe)

The European Union Strategy for the Baltic Sea
Region (EUSBSR) aims at reinforcing cooperation
and actions within the Baltic Sea Region in order
to meet major challenges by working together as
well as promoting a balanced development in the
area.

The Strategy is divided into prioritised policy areas
including the Policy Area on Maritime Safety and
Security (PA Safe). The overall goal of this Policy
Area is to make the Baltic Sea Region “a lead-

ing region in maritime safety and security”. This
objective is pursued mainly through facilitating
policy discussions and initiating Flagship Projects
involving a broad variety of stakeholders from the
countries of the region.

Actions, Flagship Projects and results

The current Action Plan of PA Safe includes seven
actions and nine on-going Flagship Projects.

Since the adoption of the Strategy in 2009, a broad
range of policy activities and Flagship Projects
have been conducted, and a series of results have
been achieved. These results are for the benefit

of maritime safety and security in the region and
have helped pave the way for new project activi-
ties, developing already achieved results further.

The results include inter alia:

¢ Improving e-Navigation which has helped in
developing services and testing infrastructure
in order to dynamically provide the ships’ crew
with updated information and allowing mari-
time authorities to monitor and manage mar-
